PREAMBLE
THE PARTIESTO THE PRESENT PROTOCOL,

CONSIDERING the provisions of the Single Convention on Nakcddrugs,
1961, done at New York on 30 March 1961 (hereinafialled the Single

Convention),
DESRING to amend the Single Convention,
HAVE AGREED ASFOLLOWS:
Articlel
Amendments to article 2, paragraphs 4, 6 and fAeoSingle Convention

Article 2, paragraphs 4, 6 and 7, of the Single v@mtion shall be amended to

read as follows:

"4,  Preparations in Schedule Il are subject ®ghme measures of control as
preparations containing drugs in Schedule Il excHyatt article 31,
paragraphs 1(b) and 3 to 15, and, as regards aleguisition and retail
distribution, article 34, paragraph (b), need npplg, and that for the
purpose of estimates (article 19) and statisticic(@ 20) the information
required shall be restricted to the quantities ofigd used in the

manufacture of such preparations.

6. In addition to the measures of control appledab all drugs in Schedule 1,

opium is subject to the provisions of article 18rggraph 1, sub-paragraph
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(f), and of articles 21bis, 23 and 24, the cocé tedhose of articles 26 and

27 and cannabis to those of article 28.

The opium poppy, the coca bush, the cannalastppoppy straw and
cannabis leaves are subject to the control meapuessribed in article 19,
paragraph 1, sub-paragraph (e), article 20, papagia sub-paragraph (g),
article 21bis and in articles 22 to 24; 22, 26 aid22 and 28; 25; and 28,

respectively."”

Article2

Amendments to the title of Article 9 of the Singlenvention and its Paragraph 1

and insertion of new paragraphs 4 and 5

The title of article 9 of the Single Convention kltiee amended to read as follows:

"Composition and functions of the Board"

Article 9, paragraph 1, of the Single Conventiomalslbe amended to read as

follows:

The Board shall consist of thirteen memberse@lected by the Council as

follows:

a) Three members with medical, pharmacologicaploarmaceutical
experience from a list of at least five persons mated by the

World Health Organization; and

(b)  Ten members from a list of persons nominatedhe Members of
the United Nations and by Parties which are not blers of the

United Nations."

trafficking in and use of, drugs.

All measures taken by the Board under this @otien shall be those most
consistent with the intent to further the co-operabf Governments with
the Board and to provide the mechanism for a camgndialogue between
Governments and the Board which will lend assisata and facilitate

effective national action to attain the aims o§t@onvention.”

Article3

Amendments to article 10, paragraphs 1 and 4,e06ihgle Convention

Article 10, paragraphs 1 and 4, of the Single Cotiga shall be amended to read

If, without any failure implementing the
provisions of the Convention, a Party or a courdryterritory has
become, or if there exists evidence of a seriosk that it may
become, an important centre of illicit cultivatioproduction or
manufacture of, or traffic in or consumption of gsuthe Board has
the right to propose to the Government concernedotpening of
consultations. Subject to the right of the Boardad the attention of
the Parties, the Council and the Commission tarth#ter referred to
in sub-paragraph (d) below, the Board shall treatanfidential a
request for information and an explanation by a &poment or a
proposal for consultations and the consultationsd heith a
Government under this sub-paragraph.

After taking action under sub-paragraph (apwah the Board, if
satisfied that it is necessary to do so, may gadinuthe Government
concerned to adopt such remedial measures assg®aii under the
circumstances to be necessary for the executidheoprovisions of

this Convention.

The Board may, if it thinks such action neeggdor the purpose of
assessing a matter referred to in sub-paragrapdf th)s paragraph,
propose to the Government concerned that a studlyeomatter be
carried out in its territory by such means as tloa/gBnment deems
appropriate. If the Government concerned decidamtiertake this

study, it may request the Board to make availalideexpertise and
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(d)

the services of one or more persons with the reguiempetence to
assist the officials of the Government in the pisgab study. The
person or persons whom the Board intends to ma&aahle shall
be subject to the approval of the Government. Thdatities of this
study and the time-limit within which the study hasbe completed
shall be determined by consultation between thee@onent and the
Board. The Government shall communicate to the @dhe results
of the study and shall indicate the remedial messuhat it

considers necessary to take.

If the Board finds that the Government coneerias failed to give
satisfactory explanations when called upon to dousder sub-
paragraph (a) above, or has failed to adopt anydéh measures
which it has been called upon to take under subgraph (b) above,
or that there is a serious situation that needspmwative action at
the international level with a view to remedyingiitmay call the
attention of the Parties, the Council and the Cossron to the
matter. The Board shall so act if the aims of t@Envention are
being seriously endangered and it has not beenb®ds resolve
the matter satisfactorily in any other way. It $k@bo so act if it
finds that there is a serious situation that nesxdgerative action at
the international level with a view to remedyingiid that bringing
such a situation to the notice of the Parties, @oeincil and the
Commission is the most appropriate method of fatiig such
cooperative action; after considering the repofthe Board, and of
the Commission if available on the matter, the @dunay draw the

attention of the General Assembly to the matter.

2. The Board, when calling the attention of thetis, the Council and the

Commission to a matter in accordance with paragig@habove, may, if it

stop the import of drugs, the export of drugs, aithbfrom or to the country
or territory concerned, either for a designatedagoeor until the Board shall
be satisfied as to the situation in that countrytemritory. The State

concerned may bring the matter before the Council."

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a) Subject to the deductions referred to in paragrdmf article 21, the
total of the estimates for each territory and edrly except opium and
synthetic drugs shall consist of the sum of the am® specified under
sub-paragraphs (a), (b) and (d) of paragraph hisfarticle, with the
addition of any amount required to bring the actiatks on hand at 31
December of the preceding year to the level estichats provided in
sub-paragraph (c) of paragraph 1.

b) (b) Subject to the deductions referred to in paplyr3 of article 21
regarding imports and in paragraph 2 of articleiltne total of the
estimates for opium for each territory shall consither of the sum of
the amounts specified under sub-paragraphs (ajn(b)d) of paragraph
1 of this article, with the addition of any amouatuired to bring the
actual stocks on hand at 31 December of the pregediar to the level
estimated as provided in sub-paragraph (c) of paphgl, or of the
amount specified under sub-paragraph (f) of paggtaof this article,
whichever is higher.

Article 10

(&) The statistical returns in respect of the eratteferred to in paragraph 1,

The statistical returns in respect to the ermatteferred to in sub-paragraph
(d) of paragraph 1 shall be prepared quarterlysdrad be furnished to the
Board within one month after the end of the quatdexhich they relate.

The Parties are not required to furnish siasikteturns respecting special
stocks, but shall furnish separately returns regpgdrugs imported into or

procured within the country or territory for spdcmurposes, as well as
guantities of drugs withdrawn from special stoaksrteet the requirements

of the civilian population.”

Article11

New article 21bis

The following new article shall be inserted aftaticke 21 of the Single

Convention:

"Article21bis

Limitation of Production of Opium

The production of opium by any country or teny shall be organized and
controlled in such manner as to ensure that, asdgqrossible, the quantity
produced in any one year shall not exceed the asimf opium to be

produced as established under paragraph 1(f) iofeaito.

If the Board finds on the basis of informateinits disposal in accordance
with the provisions of this Convention that a Pawtyich has submitted an
estimate under paragraph 1(f) of article 19 hadinated opium produced
within its borders to licit purposes in accordancih relevant estimates
and that a significant amount of opium producedetivér licitly or illicitly,
within the borders of such a Party, has been inited into the illicit
traffic, it may, after studying the explanations thie Party concerned,
which shall be submitted to it within one montheafhotification of the

finding in question, decide to deduct all, or atmor, of such an amount
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from the quantity to be produced and from the tafathe estimates as
defined in paragraph 2(b) of article 19 for the tnggar in which such a
deduction can be technically accomplished, takirig account the season
of the year and contractual commitments to expgitima. This decision

shall take effect ninety days after the Party comee is notified thereof

After notifying the Party concerned of the de&m it has taken under
paragraph 2 above with regard to a deduction, therdBshall consult with

that Party in order to resolve the situation satiirily.

If the situation is not satisfactorily resolyettie Board may utilize the

provisions of article 14 where appropriate.

In taking its decision with regard to a dedmetunder paragraph 2 above,
the Board shall take into account not only all valet circumstances
including those giving rise to the illicit traffiproblem referred to in
paragraph 2 above, but also any relevant new comeasures which may

have been adopted by the Party."

Article 12

Amendment to article 22 of the Single Convention

or research purposes.”

2. The Parties shall as far as possible prom@&ér#ining of personnel in the
treatment, after-care, rehabilitation and sociahtegration of abusers of

drugs.

3. The Parties shall take all practicable measrassist persons whose work
SO requires to gain an understanding of the problefrabuse of drugs and
of its prevention, and shall also promote such tstdading among the
general public if there is a risk that abuse of gdruwill become

widespread."

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Article 17
Languages of the Protocol and Procedure for SigaaRatification and

Accession

1. This Protocol, of which the Chinese, Englisterfeh, Russian and Spanish
texts are equally authentic, shall be open foratigre until 31 December

1972 on behalf of any Party or signatory to theg&rConvention.[1]

2. This Protocol is subject to ratification by &which have signed it and
have ratified or accede to the Single Conventiohe Tnstruments of

ratification shall be deposited with the Secret@gneral2]

3. This Protocol shall be open after 31 Decemi@éi21for accession by any
Party to the Single Convention which has not sigtied Protocol. The

instruments of accession shall be deposited w@hSecretary-General.

Article 18

Entry into Force

into force on the thirtieth day following the dat& which the fortieth

Article 19
Effect of Entry into Force

Any State which becomes a Party to the Single Quinme after the entry into
force of this Protocol pursuant to paragraph lrta€la 18 above shall, failing an

expression of a different intention by that State:
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(a) be considered as a Party to the Single Coioveas amended; and

(b)  be considered as a Party to the unamendedeS@gnvention in

relation to any Party to that Convention not bobgdhis Protocol.

Article 20
Transitional Provisions

1. The functions of the International Narcoticsn@€ol Board provided for in
the amendments contained in this Protocol shalfr@s the date of the
coming into force of this Protocol pursuant to pgegph 1 of article 18
above, be performed by the Board as constitutethé®yinamended Single
Convention.

2. The Economic and Social Council shall fix tregedon which the Board as
constituted under the amendments contained in Rhasocol shall enter
upon its duties. As from that date the Board asmustituted shall, with
respect to those Parties to the unamended Singlee@ition and to those
Parties to the treaties enumerated in article édettf which are not Parties
to this Protocol, undertake the functions of theaBbas constituted under
the unamended Single Convention.

3. Of the members elected at the first electioterathe increase in the
membership of the Board from eleven to thirteen itvens the terms of six
members shall expire at the end of three yearstlamderms of the other

seven members shall expire at the end of five years

4, The members of the Board whose terms are toeexg the end of the
abovementioned initial period of three years shallchosen by lot to be
drawn by the Secretary-General immediately after first election has

been completed.

Article21

Reservations
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1. Any State may, at the time of signature officatiion of or accession to this
Protocol, make a reservation in respect of any aimemt contained herein
other than the amendments to article 2, paragré@ms 7 (article 1 of this
Protocol), article 9, paragraphs 1, 4 and 5 (a&t&bf this Protocol), article
10, paragraphs 1 and 4 (article 3 of this Protocoficle 11 (article 4 of
this Protocol), article 14bis (article 7 of thisoRycol), article 16 (article 8
of this Protocol), article 22 (article 12 of thisokbcol), article 35 (article 13
of this Protocol), article 36, paragraph 1(b) (detil4 of this Protocol),
article 38 (article 15 of this Protocol) and aic38bis (article 16 of this
Protocol).

2. A State which has made reservations may attiamy by notification in
writing withdraw all or part of its reservations.

The Secretary-General shall transmit certified topies of this Protocol to all the
Parties and signatories to the Single Conventiohei\this Protocol has entered
into force pursuant to paragraph 1 of article 18\&b the Secretary-General shall
prepare a text of the Single Convention as ameiyethis Protocol, and shall
transmit certified true copies of it to all StaiRarties or entitled to become Parties
to the Convention as amended.
