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Outcomes of the 28™ ASEAN-China Summit,
ASEAN-New Zealand Commemorative Summit, and 5" ASEAN-Australia Summit

On 28 October 2025 Kuala Lumpur, Malaysia — Samdech Moha Borvor Thipadei
HUN Manet, Prime Minister of the Kingdom of Cambodia, attended the 28" ASEAN-China
Summit, the ASEAN-New Zealand Commemorative Summit, and the 5" ASEAN-Australia
Summit.

I. The 28" ASEAN-China Summit

The Leaders welcomed the signing of the ASEAN-China Free Trade Agreement
(ACFTA) 3.0 Upgrade Protocol, which holds great potential to create new opportunities
and respond to evolving trade dynamics. The Leaders reaffirmed the shared commitment
to strengthening the ASEAN-China Comprehensive Strategic Partnership (CSP), which
plays a significant role in maintaining peace, security, stability and prosperity in the region.
The Leaders welcomed the adoption of the new Plan of Action to Implement the ASEAN-
China CSP for Peace and Prosperity ( 2026—2030 ), and China’s proposal to designate the
year 2026 as the ASEAN-China Year on the Fifth Anniversary of the CSP.

Samdech Thipadei Prime Minister highlighted China‘s active role in ASEAN's energy
transition, particularly its contribution to advancing the ASEAN Power Grid through
interconnections, cross-border trade frameworks and capacity-building programmes, and
reaffirmed Cambodia’s support for China’'s proposal to establish the ASEAN-China Clean
Energy Cooperation Centre to build a secure, resilient, and low-carbon regional energy
future. He also underscored the importance of people-to-people exchanges as a foundation
of the enduring ASEAN-China partnership, commended the progress under the ASEAN-
China Year of People-to-People Exchanges (2024-2025 ), and expressed strong support
far establishing the ASEAN-China Tourism Ministers” Meeting.
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II. The ASEAN-New Zealand Commemorative Summit to commemorate the 50"
Anniversary of ASEAN-New Zealand Dialogue Relations

The Leaders mark an important milestone in the ASEAN-New Zealand partnership,
as the two sides share a strong legacy and have achieved significant progress over the
past 50 years across a wide range of areas, including political, security, trade and
economic, people-to-people and development cooperation. In this regard, the Leaders
announced the official establishment of the ASEAN-New Zealand Comprehensive Strategic
Partnership ( CSP ), and adopted the ASEAN-New Zealand Leaders’ Joint Vision Statement
together with notation of the adoption of ASEAN-New Zealand Plan of Action ( 2026-2030).

ASEAN Leaders appreciated New Zealand's announcement of (i) the new ASEAN
Ventures Fund, contributing NZ$27 million to mobilise private climate finance for early-
stage climate-related technology investments; (ii ) NZ$25 million for ASEAN-New Zealand
Vision Fund to support cooperative initiatives related to economic cooperation, climate
change and environment, and governance and security; and (iii ) NZ$61 million of support
allocated specifically to Timor-Leste's development programme over the next three years.

Acknowledging a shared vision for more ambitious and prosperous economic
integration across ASEAN and New Zealand markets, Samdech Thipadei Prime Minister
reaffirmed the commitment to working closely with New Zealand to fully harness the
benefits of the ASEAN-Australia-New Zealand Free Trade Area (AANZFTA) and the
Regional Comprehensive Economic Partnership (RCEP). He also highlighted New
Zealand’'s expertise in sustainable agriculture, climate-resilient practices, and advanced
farming technologies, particularly through capacity-building, technical assistance, and
knowledge sharing that deliver tangible benefits to local communities. Samdech Thipadei
further encouraged stronger partnerships in education, particularly in skills training, digital
literacy, and academic collaboration to better prepare youth for the future economy.

To mark the 50" Anniversary of ASEAN-New Zealand Dialogue Relations, Samdech
Thipadei attended the ASEAN-New Zealand Gala Lunch hosted by His Excellency The Rt
Hon Christopher Luxon, Prime Minister of New Zealand.

III. The 5™ ASEAN-Australia Summit

The Leaders adopted the ASEAN-Australia Joint Leaders’ Statement on Conflict
Prevention, Crisis Management, and the ASEAN-led Regional Architecture, which=will
further contribute to a peaceful, stable and prosperous region. The Leaders furtr / '
the need to maximize the potential of the AANZFTA and RCEP to generate fi A
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and Development ( TRIANGLE) to further promote decent work, skills development and
labour mobility across the region.

Samdech Thipadei Prime Minister highlighted the importance of advancing a digital
and green future under the Aus4ASEAN Digital Transformation and Future Skills Initiative
and encouraged deeper Australian cooperation in Technical and Vocational Education and
Training (TVET), particularly in developing industry-relevant digital and green skills. He
also advocated for enhanced collaboration with Australia in strengthening early childhood
care and education, financing policies, and human capital investment to empower future
generations. Samdech Thipadei looked forward to Australia’s continued partnership in
implementation of the Initiative for ASEAN Integration (IAI) Work Plan V (2026-2030),
recognising its key role in narrowing development gaps and fostering inclusive growth
across the region.

IV. Bilateral Meetings

Samdech Thipadei Prime Minister held bilateral talks with His Excellency Alexei
Overchuk, Deputy Prime Minister of the Russian Federation, during which Samdech
Thipadei Prime Minister underscored that 2026 will mark a significant milestone in
Cambodia-Russia relations, as the two countries commemorate the 70" anniversary of
the establishment of diplomatic ties. Both sides recalled the recent productive meeting
between their Foreign Ministers held on the sidelines of the 80" Session of the United
Nations General Assembly in New York in September this year.

His Excellency Deputy Prime Minister Alexei Overchuk reaffirmed Russia's commitment
to further strengthening its long-standing friendship with Cambodia and expressed interest
in expanding cooperation across various fields, including trade, agriculture, energy and
food security, textiles, vaccination, and transport and logistics. In response, Samdech
Thipadei welcomed these initiatives and proposed that the Russian side dispatch a
delegation to Cambodia to meet with their Cambodian counterparts from the relevant
ministries and institutions to discuss and identify concrete measures and actions.
